Estimated maximum contract value with VAT/ Trainer’s fee (per trainer)
The European Solidarity Corps Resource Centre agreed with the steering group on a fixed rate
for the implementation of TOSCA of 350 € / day + 50 % for preparation and follow-up (350€ x 4
days + 50 % = 2100 € per trainer / TOSCA). The total fee includes facilitation of the online
course as well as preparation, implementation, evaluation and follow-up of the training.
